MOBILE GALLERY EXHIBITION IDENTIFICATION EMAIL: 

Hello! Thanks so much for your interest in being part of the Connective Corridor’s Mobile Galleries initiative, where your project may be featured on placards inside a Connective Corridor bus, operated by CNY Centro! Below is some information to help ensure this process runs as smoothly as possible. 

· Exhibition material. Our exhibitions need to be either community-based ones done by non-profits, schools or other similar groups in Onondaga County, or ones that highlight a social issue or concern. The intent is not to highlight the work of a particular artist in and of itself. 

· Placards, Number and Type. Generally, we display 21 placards per bus. This includes 19 project images, one project statement, and one placard recognizing the “Art Supporter” who is paying for the exhibition to be printed.

· Project Images: Please send at least 19 hi-res (vector or .ai) images to ceedfm@syr.edu. If you do not have images available, our team can come and take pictures for you. We can also retrieve the photos from you if you have them on a disc/flash drive. If this is the case, contact us to arrange a meeting time. 

· Project Statement: We need a brief paragraph (3-4 sentences) about the content/ genesis of the project. This can feature your logo and website, as well. Please send this over as soon as possible. If you include your logo, make sure that it is a hi-res (300 DPI) jpg. 

· Art Supporter placard: You have the option of funding your exhibit yourself or asking us to assist you in finding an “Art Supporter.” Art Supporters receive one placard with pre-approved language, along with their logo and website. 

· Editing. Placards are an unusual size (11” high x 28” long). You have the option of editing your images to fit this size, or our creative team can provide this service free-of-charge. Please let us know how you would like to proceed.

· Timeframe for Exhibition. Exhibitions are up for eight (8) weeks. Your timeframe for exhibition may change based on our ability to identify an Art Supporter for you. If you have an Art Supporter in mind, please let us know.

· Printing Costs. The cost to print a 21-piece black & white exhibition is $210 + tax ($10/placard); color is $315 + tax ($15/placard). Printing is done by Centro’s printer, AroGraph, Inc.  All checks will be made payable to AroGraph and not to the Connective Corridor or Syracuse University.

· Retrieving Placards. At the end of the exhibition, Corridor staff will liaise with Centro to retrieve the placards. Exhibitors will be contacted when they are available and may pick them up at Community Engagement & Economic Development/The Warehouse/350 W. Fayette Street, 4th Floor/Syracuse.
